On September 7, 2005, the Securities Division, Department of Financial Institutions,
State of Washington (the “Securities Division”), issued Statement of Charges S-05-118-05-
SCO01 (hereinafter referred to as the “Statement of Charges”) against Respondents, International
Energy and Resources, Inc., US American Resources, Inc., Jinson Jose, and Mark Marshall.
Pursuant to the Securities Act of Washington, RCW 21.20, the Securities Division and
Respondents, International Energy and Resources, Inc., US American Resources, Inc., Jinson
Jose, and Mark Marshall, do hereby enter into this CONSENT ORDER in settlement of the
matters alleged herein. In the Statement of Charges, the Securities Division made certain
allegations and conclusions, set forth under the heading “Tentative Findings of Fact” and
“Conclusions of Law.” Respondents, International Energy and Resources, Inc., US American
Resources, Inc., Jinson Jose, and Mark Marshall neither admit nor deny the Tentative Findings

of Fact and Conclusions of Law, which are incorporated by reference into this Consent Order.
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CONSENT ORDER

Based upon the foregoing:

IT IS AGREED AND ORDERED that Respondents, International Energy and
Resources, Inc., US American Resources, Inc., Jinson Jose, and Mark Marshall, their agents
and employees each shall cease and desist from offering or selling securities in violation of
RCW 21.20.140, the securities registration section of the Securities Act of Washington.

IT IS FURTHER AGREED AND ORDERED that Respondents, International Energy
and Resources, Inc., US American Resources, Inc., Jinson Jose, and Mark Marshall, their
agents and employees each shall cease and desist from acting as an unregistered securities
broker-dealer or salesperson in violation of RCW 21.20.040, the broker-dealer and securities
salesperson registration section of the Securities Act of Washington.

IT IS FURTHER AGREED AND ORDERED that Respondents, International Energy
and Resources, Inc., US American Resources, Inc., Jinson Jose, and Mark Marshall, their
agents and employees each shall cease and desist from violating RCW 21.20.010, the anti-fraud
section of the Securities Act of Washington.

IT IS FURTHER AGREED AND ORDERED that Respondents, International Energy
and Resources, Inc., US American Resources, Inc., Jinson Jose, and Mark Marshall shall be
subject to a fine in the amount of Five-Thousand Dollars ($5,000), payable prior to the
Securities Division’s entry of this Order.

IT IS FURTHER AGREED that the Securities Division has jurisdiction to enter thig

Order.
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IT IS FURTHER AGREED that in consideration of the foregoing Respondents
International Energy and Resources, Inc., US American Resources, Inc., Jinson Jose, and Mark

Marshall, each waive their right to a hearing in this matter and judicial review of this order.

WILLFUL VIOLATION OF THIS ORDER IS A CRIMINAL OFFENSE.
