CONSENT ORDER

Based upon the foregoing:

IT IS AGREED AND ORDERED that Respondent John A.B. Black shall cease and desist from
violating RCW 21.20.702, the suitability section of the Securities Act of Washington.

IT IS FURTHER AGREED AND ORDERED that Respondent John A.B. Black shall cease and
desist from violating RCW 21.20.110(g) by engaging in one or more dishonest or unethical practices in
the securities business, as defined by WAC 460-22B-090.

IT IS FURTHER AGREED AND ORDERED that Respondent John A.B. Black shall not make
application for nor be granted a broker-dealer, securities salesperson, investment adviser and/or
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investment adviser representative license from the date of entry of this Consent Order by the Securities
Administrator.

IT ISFURTHER AGREED that the Securities Division has jurisdiction to enter this Order.

IT IS FURTHER AGREED that in consideration of the foregoing Respondent John A.B. Black
waives his right to a hearing in this matter and judicial review of this order.

WILLFUL VIOLATION OF THIS ORDER IS A CRIMINAL OFFENSE.
